STATUS OF HAWAII JAYCEE DELEGATES COMPETING AT NATIONAL CONVENTION

The Hawaii Jaycees won big at the United States Junior Chamber of Commerce national convention in Daytona
Beach, Florida during the week of March 13. This is the final list of winners; all are members of the Hawaii
Jaycees.

Michelle Itsuno — Representing Hawaii for the C. William Brownfiled Memorial Award. Ms. ltsuno was named
one of the top three finalists for the award, thus being named a national C. William Brownfield memorial award
winner for 2004. The Brownfied is the most outstanding new member award in the Jaycees, for those whom
have been members for less than 24-months.

David Adams — Representing Hawaii for the Durward Howes Memorial Award — The award is given to the
most outstanding public speaker in the US Jaycees. All competitors for this award spoke impromptu on this
subject — “Some men see things as they are and ask, "Why?" | dream things that never were and ask, "Why
not?" On Friday, March 18, Adams was named the overall winner of the speech contest, thus winning the
USJCC National Durward Howes Memorial Award. Adams is the third Hawaii Jaycee to win this award. This is
also the first time the Hawaii Jaycees took this award back-to-back, with member Yvette Hirai winning the same
award in 2004.
